We will also be able to 
receive tax deductable donations and apply for grants from private founda-
tions.  In fact, within a week of receiving our official determination letter the 
Foundation applied for and received a grant from O’Sail to design and 
print Lake Gaston brochures.  These brochures will be in full color and 
include Lake attractions, events, pictures and more.   They will replace the 
old blue brochure, which is not in color and has limited information.
