The Town of Lawrenceville is a historic old railroad Town
providing modern amenities in a historic setting. Lawrenceville
at one time was the midpoint of the Atlantic & Danville Railroad
and is seeking to preserve one of the original buildings of the
railroad yard. We are twelve miles from Gasburg and twenty-
two miles from Eaton’s Ferry. Lawrenceville was incorporated
in 1894 and as County seat is the governmental and financial
center of the County. Come walk our Tobacco Heritage Trail,
visit our museum or excellent library. Fort Christanna is 3 miles
south of Town and we have a ballpark dating to 1934 that is still
in use every summer. Visit our municipal building during busi-

The Colonial Theatre has special place in the history of our
community and in the lives of many of our residents. It has
weathered many difficulties, including economic crises, as
well as years of neglect at various times.

The Colonial is one of the few remaining vaudeville theatres
of its era in Virginia. Originally built in 1925, it housed names
such as Tex Ritter, Clara Bow, Joan Crawford, and many
more. Through its restoration process beginning in 2001, it is
now listed in the Virginia Landmarks Register and the Na-
tional Register of Historic Places. The Colonial Center is
three stories tall. Within the venue, there is a 400-seat audi-
torium with a balcony to stage a variety of entertainment.
There are art galleries and a ballroom to view as well.
